David Ramsey in the Philippines and Phoebe Lin in Ecuador

Phoebe Lin:

| went to Ecuador on a four-week clinical/Medical Spanish elective (1/28/06-2/25/06) with the Interhealth South America
program headed by Dr. Don Wedemeyer and his wife, Dr. Marta Alarcon from Tampa, FL and Colombia, respectively. |
was approved to receive 4 weeks of credit by OSA before | left, and | will be evaluated using the clinical evaluation form. |
received the Richardson scholarship to help fund this trip. In addition to attending Medical Spanish classes, we
conducted health brigades at various poor community primary schools in Quito (the capital), Otavalo (where the
indigenous people live and work--they are descendants of the Incans), Peguche (close to Otavalo), and the Napo region
of the rainforest in Eastern Ecuador...mostly treating children, but also parents. We also learned about the structure of
and access to health care in South America, as well as some public health issues in the country. If other people are
interested, | found out about it through the AMSA International website, and this program is under the Medical Spanish
heading. My trip was absolutely amazing. We attended to kids and their parents during health brigades to poor
communities. We treated a variety of illnesses from malignant hypertension to strep throat to large abscesses to scabies.
In many cases, we were the only doctors that these children and their parents saw in their entire lives, especially in the
jungle.

There were heavy rains in the province the week
before we arrived. A few roads were washed out, but cleared ahead of our arrival. The mission overall was a great
success. We visited two rural villages and served roughly 1,000 patients in total. Along with Dr. Guerrero, there were
three other physicians on the trip this year allowing for a greater division of labor. | did feel a little deprived because the
neonatologist along got to see all of the babies. However, | got to make rounds with him in the Provincial hospital.

Back in Manila, the one day outreach that | arranged with the sisters of the Holy Family of Nazareth exceeded my
expectations. We served nearly 600 patients. The community that has grown up around the convent is very economically

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deprived; many of the families have come from the countryside seeking a better life in the city only to find greater
hardship. The service to the community provided by the sisters and novices is truly remarkable. | expect that next year
we will repeat the experience.

My public health lecture at St. Mary® University on "Common Occupational Eye Injuries and their Management"
also went very well. The students and faculty were very cordial and even gave us flowers before the talk. My presentation
took around 35 minutes and the students asked questions for more than an hour. The level of interest was quite exciting.
